Abstracts

The purpose of this research was to study the use of sensory stimulating learning resources. of
the Special Education Center of Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province The research participants
were 3 autistic students with sensory integration impairments. Assessment using the Sensory
Processing Checklist was assessed in areas of tactile sensory integration impairment. After that, a
total of 12 teaching and learning activities were organized under the use of learning resources

to stimulate the senses.

The results of the research revealed that all 3 students had behaviors that showed
impairments in sensory integration and decreased physical touch perception. When comparing

before and after participating in the activity, there was a change of 63.63%.
