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Title The results of the teaching technique that emphasizes interest to foster
motivation in autistic children and encourage them to develop a keen interest in
learning have been observed in the students of the Raphael Special Education
Center in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province.
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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the use of behavioral modification techniques,
specifically attention-based teaching, to promote motivation in children with autism to have an
interest in learning. The study was conducted with students in the giraffe class at the Special
Education Center in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province. The research design was ABAB-Design.

The results of the study found that attention-based teaching was effective in reducing
the occurrence of inappropriate behaviors in the case study. In the fourth phase (B2), which was
the last phase of the attention-based teaching intervention, the child's inappropriate behaviors
decreased to only 9.00 times, a decrease of 56.67% from the first phase (A1), which was the

baseline observation phase.
