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Abstract

This study aimed to reduce self-slapping behavior in students with autism spectrum
disorder (ASD) who attended the Zebra classroom at the Special Education Center in Phra
Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province. A modified ABAB design was used.

The results showed that the attention-diverting teaching technigue was effective in
reducing self-slapping behavior. In the second baseline phase (A2), the student’s self-slapping
behavior averaged 13.75 times per session. In the intervention phase (B2), the student's self-
slapping behavior decreased to an average of 2.75 times per session, a reduction of 81.67%
from the first baseline phase (Al).
